Most 

conventional so called large diameter “cleaning” methods incorporate the 

use of truck-mounted vacuum approaches to remove the debris and may 

also adapt centrifuges, plate and frame filters, or belt presses to separate the 

solids. These systems were engineered for shallow, small diameter pipes 

with short distances between manholes and flow rates/water depths much 

less than are usually present in the large diameter pipe. The undersized 

imitations are not engineered for the environment and challenges known 

in large diameter pipe. These multi-phased small pipe cleaning systems 

are notorious for releasing fumes, odors and airborne pathogens during 

the “cleaning” and dewatering process often exposing the public to these 

harmful matters. Other “cleaning” approaches require expensive and risky 

by-pass pumping during some or all of the cleaning phases and the debris/

sludge is often transported via truck to the landfill where additional fees 

associated with dewatering are incurred and passed on to the customer.

While the inability to perform in typical large diameter pipe depths, 

distances between manholes, water levels and the need to by-pass are 

serious limitations for these other “cleaning” approaches, one of the 

biggest problems is that many of these undersized responses simply 

push the debris downstream instead of removing it from the collection 

system. This contributes nothing towards regaining capacity as needed in 

the fight to reduce and hopefully eliminate CSO’s & SSO’s. BrenfOrD 

understands the need to regain capacity and has engineered the proven 

Sewer HogTM and Grit GatorTM and Grit GatorTM and Grit Gator  large diameter cleaning system for this 

fight.
